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History: The occupational therapy program is accredited by the Accreditation Council for Occupational Therapy Education (ACOTE). We have specific requirements that must be met to remain accredited. We used the requirements in addition to lengthy faculty discussions to identify our SLOs. Our department offers both a bachelor’s and master’s degree and both are accredited by this external agency. The terminal degree to practice as an occupational therapist is now a Master’s degree. We have an undergraduate degree that is awarded for students who enter SJSU without a bachelor’s degree and then they progress to the Master’s level coursework. We work very hard to help students progress from the bachelor’s degree to the master’s degree. We also have a master’s degree for those who already have a bachelor’s degree. These students need to complete substantial pre-requisites in our department to prepare for the master’s level coursework.

Collection of SLO data:

We collect student performance on all SLOs using various assignments. Data is collected for both undergraduate and graduate students. 

Some classes have both undergraduate and graduate students enrolled and data is collected for both groups using an assignment in that class. For example, both undergraduates and graduates are required to take OCTH 126: Communication and adaptation. SLO 2: Demonstrate a capacity for problem solving and critical analysis is measured in this class through an assignment where students analyze a daily living task. 

There are also classes offered only to the undergraduate students or the graduate students but each class has an assignment that requires students demonstrate a specific skill. An example is OCTH 110, offered only to undergraduate students, and OCTH 206, offered only to graduate students. SLO 3: Understand and be able to articulate the nature of occupation, adaptive skills, and roles of productive living, is measured in both of these classes. The student in each class gains the knowledge of the foundational principles of the profession and completes an assignment designed to meet this SLO. The courses do differ in content overall but share some similarities including an assignment that meets this SLO.
