	SLO #10 Knowledge of contemporary issues


Evidence for Need:

Our senior exit exam results of fall 2007 revealed that only 40% of the students who took exam scored 80% or above on Question 9 associated with the CLO #10. Total number of students who took exam was 10. Our department is relatively a small size department in the college of engineering.
Changes to Curriculum or Pedagogy: 

Question 9 of the senior exit exam was about Taguchi Loss function. Taguchi loss function is very important topic in Lean six sigma contemporary area of industrial engineering. Several examples of the Taguchi loss function were added in the ISE 131 course and it was decided that more time will be spent on this topic while covering the subject material. In spring 2008 relevant changes were made in delivering the course material to impact this outcome. ISE 131 course is offered once a year. The first chance we got for making improvements was in spring 2008.
Evidence for Impact:

Spring 2008 exit exam results revealed that 62% of the students who took exam scored 80% or above in Taguchi loss function question. Total number of students who took exam was 8. 
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
