Evidence for Need:  

What evidence was used to identify this SLO as a candidate for improvement (e.g., describe the prior assessment activities and data that led to this decision)?

Our program added this SLO as a desired outcome that would provide “real world” benefits to our students, helping them present themselves and their photographic artwork in a professional manner to museum curators, art directors, commercial photo employers, and educational institutions such as graduate schools. This SLO also inspired students to further refine their art.

Actions Taken:  

What actions were taken to improve student learning related to this outcome (e.g., program changes, changes in pedagogy, process changes, resources requests, etc)?

Significant enhancements and more directed requirements were added to the curriculum of our capstone course, Photo 197. This BA Senior Project class is an undergraduate exit class in creating skills in presenting fine art photography portfolios as well as commercial photography skills. Students will develop and refine strategies for approaching art galleries, photo studios, and other relevant forms of career development.

Evidence for Impact:

Visual and anecdotal documentation of the results were collected.
