Initial Evidence of Student Learning:

[Fall 2010; Spring 2011]

When we re-envisioned our major, we added an engagement unit (4th unit) to our major courses. We feel the engagement unit will provide instructors with the flexibility and time they need to incorporate creative and innovative teaching tools and assessment methods. For example, students will engage in robust online discussions, develop wikis relevant to course theories and concepts, complete and reflect on service learning experiences, engage in applied research activities outside of class, participate in online salons, blog about current scholarly work in the discipline, complete and discuss online tutorials, meet individually or in small groups with faculty members in tutorial sessions face-to-face or using Elluminate, create podcasts relevant to their courses and share those podcasts with others in the class, view and blog about instructor-created podcasts—these are just a few of the ways in which instructors will use the additional unit to enrich students’ learning experiences and facilitate student achievement of student learning objectives. 

We were not sure how the one unit of engagement was implemented in our major courses. We, therefore, decided to audit the one unit in Fall 2010 and Spring 2011. In Fall 2010, we collected the one unit assignment in 29 sections of the major courses. In Spring 2011, we will collect from 10 sections of the major courses.
