This map/matrix was selected as an example because it looks at levels of competency.  

You don’t need to use these exact terms but you should look at levels of attainment expected in each course. 

In fact, you might want to reserve “A” for “assessment” so that you don’t have to do a separate map for which course assesses the outcome.
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B = course supports outcome at beginning level of competency

I = course supports outcome at intermediate level of competency

A = course supports outcome at advanced level of competency
