I.      The March 21, 2007, Committee Minutes were unanimously approved.
II. Unfinished Business

A. Benjamin Henderson, the student representative was re-introduced.  He is now the AS President.

B.  Proposed BFA in Dance.

A small number of Committee members met with Fred Mathews and Janet van Swoll to go over the BFA in Dance.  The questions raised in the previous meeting and through email exchange were discussed with the Program representatives and they were encouraged to make the suggested changes.  The proposal will be re-visited when Fred Mathews and/or Janet van Swoll are able to review and revise their proposal.
III. New Business

A. Name and degree change from Art History to Art History and Visual Culture.  
This proposal has already gone through the approval process with Graduate Studies.  It is our understanding that the department would like to change both the department name and the degree name (although this is somewhat unclear from the documents submitted).  

While there was some discussion about the term ‘visual culture’, the Committee agreed that the proposed name change of Art History and Visual Culture refers to visual culture in the context of Art History.  After discussion, the Committee moved and unanimously approved the recommendation that the Curriculum and Research Committee approve the name change for the BA Art, Concentration in Art History to BA Art, Concentration in Art History and Visual Culture.

ACTION ITEM:  Lynda Heiden will send the UGS Committee recommendation to approve the name change for the BA Art, Concentration in Art History to BA Art, Concentration in Art History and Visual Culture to the Curriculum and Research Committee.

B. New Industrial and Systems Engineering (ISE) Minor in Engineering Management.

The proposed Engineering Management minor in ISE is a 12 unit minor.  Although 12 units is the minimum number of units required for a minor, this minor is designed for engineering students.  If a student from another discipline wanted to complete this minor, it would entail taking a number of extra units to meet the prerequisites in the required courses.  ISE kept the number of required units of this minor low, knowing that to receive a degree in most of the Engineering disciplines, student already need to complete 132-136 units.  ISE attempted to strike a balance between the number of units required for completion of a minor and remaining attractive to a student currently in an Engineering Department.  

There was discussion about the difficulty, for many students, of completing the units necessary for an Engineering degree and questions about the attractiveness of a minor that would add additional units (and time) to a student’s degree.  Many other disciplines are able to include information on management into their regular curriculum.  However, since engineering is a field where technological changes must, of necessity, dominate the curriculum, many engineering student do not receive any management information prior to graduation.  This minor, with a minimal number of additional units, will provide those students that wish to pursue this knowledge, information that may prove invaluable to their future careers.

The Committee moved and unanimously approved the recommendation that the Curriculum and Research Committee approve the new ISE Minor in Engineering Management.

ACTION ITEM:  Lynda Heiden will send the UGS Committee recommendation to approve the new ISE Minor in Engineering Management to the Curriculum and Research Committee.

C. LPP Grant Proposal.

Currently there is no written documentation for what materials will be required if an individual or group received an LPP grant for investigating an idea and want to receive funding to implement their findings. 

ACTION ITEM:  Lynda Heiden will develop written guidelines and send them to the Committee for review.  Once the Committee has had the opportunity to comment on the guidelines, they will be sent to the current recipients of LPP Grants.

Gloria Edwards will work on updating the original proposal and develop a Word form that can be sent to those interested in applying for the funds next year.
D. Name change from BS Kinesiology, Concentration in Athletic Training to BS Athletic Training.

The accrediting agency for Athletic Training requires that a degree be called a BS in Athletic Training.  There are no changes in the program itself, just in the name of the degree.  The Committee moved and unanimously approved the recommendation that the Curriculum and Research Committee approve the name change for the degree.  
ACTION ITEM:  Lynda Heiden will send the UGS Committee recommendation to approve the degree name change from BS Kinesiology, Concentration in Athletic Training to BS Athletic Training to the Curriculum and Research Committee.

E. Name change from BS, Occupational Therapy to BS, Occupational Studies.

The accrediting agency for Occupational Therapy will no longer allow BS programs to be called ‘Occupational Therapy’.  This title is only available to MS programs.  To be in compliance with the accreditation agency, the Occupational Therapy department is asking to change the name of the BS degree to Occupational Studies.

There are no changes in the program itself, just in the name of the degree. The Committee and unanimously approved the recommendation that the Curriculum and Research Committee approve the name change for the degree.  

ACTION ITEM:  Lynda Heiden will send the UGS Committee recommendation to approve the degree name change from BS Occupational Therapy to BS Occupational Studies to the Curriculum and Research Committee.
