I. October 3, 2007 Minutes were unanimously approved with the correction of one typographical error.

II. Unfinished business

A. Lynda Heiden sent the proposed BS, Environmental Studies, Environmental Restoration & Natural Resource Management to the Curriculum and Research Committee.

B. Name change for BS, Occupational Therapy.
The Occupational Therapy faculty voted to name their undergraduate degree program Human Occupational Studies, despite the recommendation from the Undergraduate Studies Committee.  
Based upon this decision, Bob Cooper contacted the Chair of the Curriculum and Research Committee to ask if Undergraduate Studies could forward the proposed name change without a recommendation.  Curriculum and Research agreed to re-visit the degree name change without a recommendation from the UGS Committee.

It was unanimously agreed that Undergraduate Studies will forward the proposed name change for the BS degree in Occupational Therapy with a list of the titles that were reviewed by the Committee.  It will also be stated that the Committee believed Occupational Adaptation Studies to be the best possible title and this was sent to the Department.  After review, the Occupational Therapy Department decided that Human Occupational Studies was the degree name upon which they could all agree.

C. Learning Productivity Program (LPP) Planning 
The LPP Grants are awarded by the Undergraduate Studies Committee each Fall and Spring.  It was determined last year that the Call for Proposals would be revised this year to more closely reflect the mandate from the Chancellor’s Office.
Bob Cooper proposed that the Committee overtly state that they are particularly interested in proposals that address student achievement of overall program or general education objectives.  

Through discussion, it was determined that Lynda Heiden would take all of the Committee suggestions, make changes to the Call for Proposals and email the information to all of the Committee members.  The Committee members could then give Dr. Heiden their feedback and we could post the Call for Proposals on the Undergraduate Studies website by early next week.  Once posted, notification would be sent to all of the Deans for distribution to the Chairs and faculty.  We will coordinate with Faculty Affairs to make sure that their website has a link to Undergraduate Studies for those interested in applying for a grant.
