Course Catalog Description:

The role, objectives and policies of the urban community development process; the social, economic, political and physical implications underlying community development programs; and relationships of these programs to comprehensive urban planning. 
Course Description and Objectives:

The course provides an overview of urban community development, specifically the role of the planner in a government agency setting, working with the community, decision makers and project proponents to reach an end result, whether it is a project, program or other outcome. Through lecture, discussion and issue analysis, students will examine the concept of social and physical change, studying problems and solutions in planning. The course presents community organizing as a strategic response to specific community issues and community development as an effort to bring institutional change to society.

Upon successful completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Recognize problems in society and how they impact both social and physical development,

2. Understand the relationships between the public, planner, decision maker and developer,
3. Express problems and possible solutions to different audiences in a concise manner, and
4. Understand the complex variables involved in community development programs and processes.

Literature Review Presentation

· Each member of class will be assigned a chapter, chapters or articles from the course readings. Please prepare an outline of this reading to distribute to you class members at the following class, and prepare a brief presentation of the material. 

Current Event Paper

· Pick a headline out of a newspaper or internet news site and briefly explain issue, cause and effect. Include your opinion on why or why not this issue is a problem, good or bad idea, or a catalyst for change.
Community Development Issue Paper

· Pick a current issue (different from your current event) and explain how it impacts a community from a planning or government perspective. Identify causes and symptoms. 
Community Development Solution Paper

· Take your current issue paper and expand it to identify planning oriented solutions and alternative outcomes. Indicate public involvement strategies and ways that those in-charge can come to an agreeable outcome.
City Council Summary

· Attend (in person or via streaming video) the City of Santa Clara City Council Meeting on the 2010-2035 General Plan Update. Write up observations related to community development. Tie into readings.

Final Presentation – Community Development Issue and Solution Synthesis

· Present culmination of both papers to the rest of the class.

Other grading/assignment issues

Plagiarism is the use of someone else's language, images, data, or ideas without proper attribution. It is a very serious offense both in the university and in your professional work. In essence, plagiarism is both theft and lying: you have stolen someone else's ideas, and then lied by implying that they are your own.

Plagiarism will lead to grade penalties and a record filed with the Office of Student Conduct and Ethical Development. In severe cases, students may also fail the course or even be expelled from the university.

If you are unsure what constitutes plagiarism, it is your responsibility to make sure you clarify the issues before you hand in draft or final work.

Learning when to cite a source and when not to is an art, not a science. However, here are some examples of plagiarism that you should be careful to avoid:

· If you use a sentence (or even part of a sentence) that someone else wrote and don't reference the source, you have committed plagiarism.

· If you paraphrase somebody else's theory or idea and don't reference the source, you have committed plagiarism.

· If you use a picture or table from a webpage or book and don't reference the source, you have committed plagiarism.

· If your work incorporates data someone else has collected and you don't reference the source, you have committed plagiarism.

Citation style

It is important to properly cite any references you use in your assignments. The Department of Urban and Regional Planning uses Kate Turabian's "A Manual for Writers of Research Papers, Theses, and Dissertations, 7th edition" (University of Chicago Press, 2007, ISBN-10: 0-226-82336-9). Copies are available in the SJSU King Library. Additionally, the book is relatively inexpensive, and you may wish to purchase a copy. Please note that Turabian's book describes two systems for referencing materials: (1) “notes” (footnotes or endnotes), plus a corresponding bibliography, and (2) in-text parenthetical references, plus a corresponding reference list. Either citation style will be accepted, but please be consistent.
