In “The Road Not Taken”, Robert Frost writes about someone who is out walking in the woods on a pleasant autumn day, and comes to a place where the road he is on splits into two roads, so he has to make a decision about which one to take, as he continues on his journey.  Although most people, who go out for a casual walk, would not find this such a difficult choice, the speaker in the poem seems to take it very seriously, as if his decision would affect the rest of his life in some important way.  This unusual degree of concern about what would ordinarily be a relatively simple choice, alerts the reader to the fact that Frost’s poem is operating on more than just the literal level.
