Course Description  

An entry level photography course which familiarizes students with the concepts and process 
involved with taking digital photographs. The course requires an interchangeable lens camera 
with a micro four thirds sensor or larger and will go over operation and basic workflow of 
editing and printing images in Adobe Lightroom.  
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Course Content and Objective  

In this class we will embark on a journey and see how the camera can be a tool that allows us to 
see in a new way.  We will explore the fundamentals of light and the basics of what makes a 
photograph.  Through photographic lecture/ discussion/ demonstration/ critique/ field trip and a 
guest speaker we will explore the world of photography.  We will go through different 
assignments as a means to teach us the basics of workflow from taking an image with a 
DSLR/Mirrorless camera to editing and storing your images to printing ink jet prints and making 
a body of work you are proud of.  

Course Learning Outcomes (CLO)  

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to: 

1. Understand how to use a digital interchangeable lens manual camera 

2. Understand the basics of composition and formal aspects of the photograph and visual 
vocabulary 

3. Learn general workflow from taking image, to importing, to organizing, to editing, to 
exporting, to printing 

4. Begin to understand and communicate in a strong visual language 

5. Learning to work within deadlines and conceptual frameworks 

6. Develop a portfolio of professionally presented work 

7. Gain an overview of relevant historic and contemporary photographic artists

Grading Policy  

Projects/Assignments: 

Project 1 (Light) - 15% - How to read the language of light, the foundation of photography.  This 
assignment will allow you to explore the full spectrum of tones from white to black. Really 
thinking about light itself as a subject of your fascination.  Take a minimum of fifty images of 
which three will be shown for critique in class.  

Project 2 (Humanity) - 15%​ - ​How to capture the spirit of others or yourself in camera.  An 
assignment that gives you the freedom to explore different variations of traditional or non 
traditional portraiture.  Really think about what makes us who we are and how to capture this on 
camera.  Two final printed images are due.  
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Project 3 (Place) - 15% - How to relate and explore a sense of place and whatever that might 
mean to you.  Feel free to explore a place visually with your camera.  It can be out in nature or it 
can be a street or even a room.  Think about what defines that space to you. Two final printed 
images due.  

 

 

 

Project 4 (Stillness) -15% - How to connect with something deeper.  Now that we have begun to 
scratch the surface of photography this assignment will give you the opportunity to dive in 
deeper.  Picking from the three previous subjects (light, portrait, landscape) or something new, I 
want you to spend a minimum of 30 min in a single place with minimum movement before 
taking a photograph.  Allow yourself to begin to notice things and patterns only patience can 
grant.  A larger single image printed will be due at the time of critique.  

Book - 15% - Be thinking about putting your images together in a book throughout the semester. 
Can be images from the projects that you are working on but must include other images and be 
thinking about something that is cohesive.  

Research Paper (Photography paper) - 10%​ ​3-5 page research paper. Research and write about a 
photographer that has passed away and one that is alive.  Talk about why you admire their work 
and talk about how it relates to your own photography and aesthetic.

Visual – Focus, lines, tones, space, composition  

Technical – Light, aperture (depth of field), shutter speed, noise, editing

Conceptual – Ideas explored, connections made, creativity

A photo project you would like to work on outside of class (approval needed) 5%.
