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Course Format 
This course is a combination of lecture, demonstration, hands-on activities, supervised work time and 
critique. 

Technology Intensive Course 
This course requires you to have a digital camera with manual controls that also allows you to create RAW 
files, and a memory card with sufficient storage for 200-500 images.  You are also required to have a laptop 
computer with the current version of Adobe Lightroom Classic CC installed on it.  This program is free to all 
SJSU students taking a class that requires it. 
 
Catalog Course Description  
A beginning photography course which introduces basic aesthetic issues in (primarily black and white) image 
making. Introduces photographic technique utilizing digital cameras, electronic image processing and digital 
printing. Requires a DSLR (digital single lens reflex) camera. Requires Adobe Lightroom. 
 
Course Goals 
This beginning course will teach you the technical, aesthetic and conceptual components of  black and white 
digital photography.  The class will introduce you to the language of image making, with assignments designed 
to hone both your technical skills, and develop your ability to communicate as an artist.   This semester you will 
learn the ins and outs of handling your DSLR camera, adjusting your images using Adobe Lightroom Classic 
CC, and making gorgeous inkjet prints of your photographs.  
 
Students in this course will complete a series of exercises and assignments that will help build technical and 
composition skills, conceptual ideas and storytelling.   Each project is designed to inspire personal vision and 
creativity.  Self-expression through the medium of photography is strongly encouraged.   Students will leave the 
course with a group of photographs they should be proud to put on their walls.

manually adjust both shutter speed and aperture). Must be able to shoot RAW. 
• Memory card for your camera: At least 16GB is recommended. 
• Laptop: You are required to have your own laptop computer to take this course.  You will need at least 40GB 

of space on your hard drive for this course. 
• Card Reader/Cable: if needed for your computer. 
• Adobe Lightroom Classic: You can request your free copy from the University here:

• Paper and ink will be provided, however you will produce a book for your final project and will be

Course Requirements and Assignments 
Success in this course is based on the expectation that students will spend, for each unit of credit, a 
minimum of 45 hours over the length of the course (normally three hours per unit per week) for 
instruction, preparation/studying, or course related activities, including but not limited to internships, 
labs, and clinical practica. Other course structures will have equivalent workload expectations as 
described in the syllabus.

The class includes four shooting assignments, a photographic book, two papers and one exam.  In addition there 
will be two smaller exercises, done in-class.  In addition to technical lectures that will cover basic camera use, 
exposure, and composition, you will also be introduced to a variety of photographic work through digital slide 
lectures and discussions covering not only well-known historically significant photographic artists, but more 
recent trends in photography as well. 
 
Class Participation 
The best way to develop your skills and ideas is to be here and actively participate. While attendance cannot be 
graded as part of your participation grade, there will be a number of lectures, demos and discussions that you 
will not experience if you are not present. Your participation in the form of regular involvement in activities and 
discussions is not only required but mandatory. This includes asking questions, which can have a positive effect 
on your class participation grade.  Being prepared with images, and using the work days effectively will be 
counted in your participation grade.  I expect you to attend all critiques, whether or not you have work to show. 
Failure to do so could negatively effect your class participation grade. Your voice is critical to the success of 
this class. If you are experiencing extenuating circumstances it is your responsibility to make me aware of your 
situation when it occurs.

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The Final Exam is a required class.  Missing it without prior arrangements, or a personal or family emergency 
will result in an F for your participation grade, and may result in not passing the class despite all previous work 
being turned in.  I reserve the Final Exam date to finish up critiques and I will return all graded work to you.  
The Final Exam is on Tuesday, May 19th from 9:45am-noon. 
 
Grading Information 
 
Assignment Format and Submission: The course requires students to work both in class, and independently 
outside of class.  This includes photographing, adjusting images, researching and writing.   
 
Students should be prepared to print on print days.  Students are not allowed to print without instructor 
supervision, and you will not have opportunities to print outside of class at SJSU. 
 
Two exercises will be done in-class:   
• Portraits 
• DOF/Motion 
 
Three assignments will be photographed outside of class time, but there will be some open lab time 
scheduled to allow you to work on your projects.  You will not be able to complete your assignments in 
class, additional work time at home is needed: 
• Scavenger Hunt  
• The Visceral Photograph 
• Redo/Revisit/Iterate 
 
There are two longer assignments, which are weighted heavier in the overall grade for the course.  One is 
a combination research paper and photography assignment.  The other is akin to a final project, and is a 
collection of 10-20 related photographs presented as a book: 
• Inspiration  
• The Book  
 
All assignments are uploaded to Canvas on the due date.  Prints must be submitted in an envelope to protect 
your work.  Written papers must be submitted as a hard copy, electronic submissions will not be accepted. 
 
Evaluations will be graded on your technical achievements and your creative solutions to the challenges given. I 
strongly encourage risk taking in this class, and thoughtful experimentation will help increase your 
grade.
