Course Goals  

This is an intermediate course focused on the development of conceptually sophisticated work, executed and 
presented in a professional manner. Throughout the semester, I will be asking you to concentrate on one idea, or 
set of related ideas, to build a strong body of work which will culminate in a very finished, professionally 
presented piece to be included in our group exhibition taking place in two or three University Galleries over the 
week of May 4th-7th. Installation will take place on Friday, May 1st and must be complete by Saturday, 
May 2nd; De-installation will take place after class on Thursday, May 7th @ 6PM and must be complete by 
noon on Friday, May 8th. Each of you should mark your calendars with these dates now, and make sure that 
you will be available to install and de-install your own work, which is a mandatory part of this class. You will 
be encouraged to bring the experience, interests, ideas and the skills you have acquired over a lifetime into your 
work, acting as artists and inventors, expanding on ideas previously explored, and developing an individual 
direction. The course will include technical demos, though the primary goal will not be so much to gain greater 
technical proficiency, but to gain greater ability to express your ideas and present them in a serious, professional 
manner, while building your knowledge of the contemporary art world and professional artists. Possessing a 
strong body of work with a consistent theme and a recognizable style is one of the most important factors for 
success when artists are considered for commercial jobs, grad school, or submitting proposals to galleries. 

Students in this course will: 
This course will not only provide the opportunity for you to build a strong body of your own work, it will also 
invite you to work in both small and large groups while exploring the dynamics of a collective. I cannot 
overemphasize the importance of emerging from school with a strong peer group, rather than as yet another lone 
creative person in the world. Your peers can often help you in ways that professors cannot. Experimentation, 
risk taking, research and sharing knowledge and skills (teaching) will be required of each individual. The 
success of this class will largely depend upon a strong group dynamic and spirit of cooperation, which you will 
be responsible for building, along with me and your peers. Consider yourself a member of a creative team, 
working closely with your colleagues (while developing your own work). Art is not created in a vacuum. The 
artist is not a divinely inspired being who creates intuitively outside of culture, but an active consumer and 
producer of culture.  Understanding the content of imagery, considering intended audience and intent, 
recognizing the importance of working within a group (or movement in art history lingo), and taking 
responsibility for the power which images possess are all part of a vocabulary which has the potential to make 
you a more eloquent “speaker.”

Reading/Writing/Discussion 
Theory and criticism of contemporary art will be addressed through readings, discussions, critique sessions, and 
your own presentations. Discussions and critiques are considered mandatory, and will count toward both your 
class participation grade, and in the case of critiques, the grade you will receive on your projects. Critiques for a 
class of this size take two class periods. Failure to attend both days of critique will result in a half-letter grade 
deduction for your work. Your Reading/Writing assignments are worth 20% (20 points) of your final grade in 
this course. All readings will be available on Canvas, as well as guidelines for other writing assignments, such 
as your Artist Statement. I will also ask you to keep a journal and take notes in it each day. The TA and I will 
check your journal about once a month throughout the semester. I will ask you to bring the journal you plan to 
use for this purpose to the next class meeting.  As a part of your reading/writing assignments, each of you will 
choose two artists to speak about during a quick, five-minute presentation, delivered throughout the early 
portion of the semester. Constructive criticism and creative problem solving will be rigorously pursued with the 
ongoing objective of promoting the intelligence of the work of every member of the class. Field trips to 
exhibition spaces, both on and off campus, will provide you with firsthand information about living and 
working as an artist/imagemaker in the 21st century.

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Other technology requirements / equipment / material 
1. You must have your own laptop computer with a copy of the Adobe Suite of software. Free access at 
 link below. 
2. You will most likely need a good-sized usb drive or other form of storage 
3. Depending on the size of your computer’s hard drive, you may want to buy more  
 storage in the form of an external hard drive.

4. You may need to purchase additional paper for prints. Prices depend on size  
 and paper quality.

7. Large cardboard/plastic tube for transportation of digital prints – strongly  
 recommended.  
8. Presentation materials – vary widely depending on what project you choose for

Course Requirements and Assignments 

University statement 
“Success in this course is based on the expectation that students will spend, for each unit of credit, a minimum 
of 45 hours over the length of the course (normally three hours per unit per week) for instruction, 
preparation/studying, or course related activities, including but not limited to internships, labs, and clinical 
practica. Other course structures will have equivalent workload expectations as described in the syllabus.” 

Final Project - End of Semester Group Exhibition  
Throughout the semester, you will be working on one idea or set of ideas. This course will culminate in a group 
exhibition. The work you present in this exhibition will represent a highly refined, professionally presented 
version of the ideas you have been experimenting with all semester. There are 100 points possible for this course. 
Your first assignment will be a multiple copy book project worth 10% (10 points) of your final. Two critiques 
of your work in progress will be worth 20% (10% each) of your grade. Your final, included as a part of the group 
exhibition, is of critical importance to this course and will represent 30% of your grade. You must complete your 
final project and participate in the group exhibition or you will fail the course. Installation will take place 
beginning Friday, May 1st at 1:00 pm, and must be complete by Saturday May 2nd; de-installation will 
begin Thursday May 7th @ 6PM and must end by noon on Friday May 8th. Final projects will be due 
Thursday, April 30th. The finished & installed version will be critiqued Monday, May 4th. Please note these 
critically important dates. You should begin to plan now to have extra time available for this significant project 
at the end of the semester. We will talk about this and plan together throughout the course of the semester. 

Exhibition Committees - Semester-long Group Project  
You will choose between four different committees: Curatorial Committee (exhibition design and setup), 
Written Materials (Publication) Committee (exhibition flier and catalogue and gallery labels), Opening 
Festivities Committee (oversee documentation of the exhibition, collect funds, purchase food, setup and cleanup

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on night of opening) and De-installation Committee (assign gallery sitters during exhibition, oversee de-
installation, patch and repaint walls, sweep and mop floors). A handout with more details is already available for 
you on Canvas regarding the work that each committee entails and a rough timeline for when the work should 
occur. Work for each committee is roughly equal, but the distribution of work takes place at different points in 
the semester. I will allow you to self-select the committee you will work with. The only time I will insist on 
changes is if too many of you end up on one or several committees. In that case, I will ask that some of you choose 
a different committee. Half of your class participation grade, or 10% (10 points) of your overall grade for this 
course will be based on the quality of your work within your group. This means earning an "A" in this course is 
not possible without successfully working within one of the four groups.  

Class Participation 
The best way to develop your skills and ideas is to be present and actively participate. There will be a number of 
lectures and demos and we’ll have many discussions that you will not experience if you are not present. In addition 
to attending discussions and lectures, you will also be working with a group to help plan our end of semester 
exhibition. Your participation in your chosen group will account for 10% (10 points), or half of your Class 
Participation grade. Your participation in the form of regular involvement in activities and discussions is not only 
required but mandatory. A total of 20% (20 points) of your final grade will be based on your class participation. 
If you are experiencing extenuating circumstances it is your responsibility to make me aware of your situation 
when it occurs. Giving me a list of difficulties you had at the end of the semester won’t be very effective in terms 
of attempting to lobby for a higher grade. 

Final Examination or Evaluation 
Our Final Exam is scheduled by SJSU to take place on Thursday, May 14th, from 2:45 -5:00. This is an SJSU 
requirement. Please note that this is at a different time than our class usually meets. Plan ahead to be present on 
this day: “Faculty members are required to have a culminating activity for their courses, which can include a 
final examination, a final research paper or project, a final creative work or performance, a final portfolio of 
work, or other appropriate assignment.” 

Grading Information

Book Project: 10% (10 points) of your final grade 
Two critiques of work in progress: 20% (20 points) of your final grade - 10% (10 points) each 
Your final project presented in the group exhibition: 30% (30 points) of your final grade

 Journal: 2.5 points; Proposal: 2.5 points; Artist Statement: 5 points (2.5 for rough draft, 2.5 for final 
 version); Reading Response x 2: 2.5 points each; 5 Minute Artist Presentation: 5 points 
Class participation: 20% (20 points) of your final grade (group activity = 1/2, 10%, 10 points) 

Determination of Grades 
The work created in class will be evaluated based on the following criteria. 
 

A Outstanding:  thoughtful and intelligent ideas presented in a clear, organized, and engaging 
manner; among the very best. 

B Above Average - Good:  the ideas are interesting and successfully presented; shows potential, 
but not necessarily distinctive; roughly equal in quality to the work completed by other students. 

C Average - mediocre:  achieves minimum requirements of the assignment, but not particularly 
clear, nor ambitious.  Quality of work is below that of most other projects submitted. May be 
above average idea presented in incomplete state. 
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D Unsatisfactory: does not satisfy the minimum requirements of the assignment; generally 
unsatisfactory in terms of quality and clarity. Usually sloppy, incomplete and or late work. 

 F You didn't submit an assignment.

Grade Reduction for missed Critique days 
Assignments take two days to critique in a class of this size. I expect you to attend both days of the critique, 
even if you don’t have work to show of your own. Failure to do so will lower your given assignment grade by a 
half letter grade for each missed critique day, and could affect your Class Participation grade as well. I will be 
much more likely to accept excuses for late work if you attended both days of the critique. Late assignments 
will only be accepted under unusual, extenuating, or emergency circumstances.  

Extra Credit Opportunities 
Our Photography Program Field Trip will take place soon. Time and date will be announced and added to 
our daily schedule at the end of this syllabus in advance. Attending for at least 2 hours is worth a half letter 
grade of extra credit for one of your two "work in progress" grades; a Gallery Review of the work we viewed is 
worth an additional half letter grade of extra credit. Mark your calendars and plan to attend! There will also be a 
smaller number of extra credit points available for attending relevant Tuesday Night Lectures from 5:00 to 6:00 
pm on Tuesday nights. Those considered relevant for our class will be added to the daily schedule at the end of 
this syllabus.
