Course Description

This is an upper-division sculpture course with a focus on contemporary
materials and processes that were once primarily associated with industry and
manufacturing, but which have been increasingly co-opted by artists engaged in
cultural critique. Students will make sculptural responses to timely issues raised
in course readings and lectures.

Processes demonstrated in this class will include plastic vacuum-forming, laser-
cutting a variety of materials, vinyl cutting, working with found objects, and the
creation of modular systems and multiples. A variety of woodworking and cold
sheet-metal-working techniques will also be demonstrated. Slide lectures,
technical demonstrations, group critiques and (possibly, dependent on the Covid
situation,) field trips will help students develop a unique visual vocabulary with
which to make sculptural responses to the contemporary environment.
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Course Goals and Student Learning Objectives

Course Goals and Student Learning Objectives
Upon successful completion of this course, students will:

CLO1 Master a variety of sculptural processes, including: plastic vacuum-
forming, using Adobe lllustrator to draw parts; cutting them with the laser cutter
and vinyl cutter; developing connective systems and modular systems; creating
tensile structures; and manipulating found objects.

CLO2 Apply these technical skills in the service of visual communication/ tell a
story or engage in cultural critique through the use of sculptural means alone.

CLOS3 Familiarize themselves with a range of current themes and conceptual
approaches in contemporary art.

CLO4 Make artworks that respond to the timely themes in the course readings.

CLOS5 In written form, discuss the relevance of course readings to the student’s
own artistic concerns and trajectory.

Required Texts/Readings

A selection of excerpted course readings will be available online in PDF form on
Canvas.

Two short written entries, minimum of 450 words each, will be assigned,
responding to the course readings on Canvas and in e-book form through the
SJSU MLK Library. | ask that you consider the projects you are planning to
make in the class through the lens of the readings. This will help you immensely
in developing the ideas for your projects.

Materials and Tools Needed:

You will need access to the Adobe Creative Cloud, which is available for free to
all SJSU students. Specifically, we will be using a vector drawing program,
Adobe lllustrator. | will be providing vacuform plastic, sheet aluminum, some 2"
plywood for laser cutting, and a wide variety of other materials as needed in the
class. Students will most likely need to buy their own vinyl for use in the vinyl
cutter, if they choose to use it. Found objects are encouraged, and both the
dome project and the Combined Techniques project allow for a wide range of
mixed-media.

Safety Data Sheets:
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| recommend looking up/Googling the SDS (Safety Data Sheets) for each
material you order to use for this class. | will discuss material and tool safety
extensively in class. When working from home, it is very important that you take
into consideration the fact that you do not have access to spray booths, fume
hoods, and so on. Many materials will have a Prop 65 warning on them. This
does not mean that they are dangerous to use for the processes we will be doing
with them. For instance, most kinds of wire (other than jewelry-grade wire) will
have a Prop 65 warning on them, but the warning applies to heating, welding or
grinding the wire. It does not apply to working the wire at room temperature with
your hands and pliers.

When we have an in-person class meeting, dress for working in the shop— No
open-toed shoes (sandals), no loose clothing or jewelry, long hair must be tied
back securely.

The Shop Safety Test

Students who use the shop facilities will be required to pay a $20 fee to take the
Shop Safety Test before they can use the facility. The fee must be paid prior to
the student taking the Shop Safety Test. Students may pay at the Bursar’s Office,
located in the Student Services Center, directly into Fund 62089 with cash or
check. The test and fee are required only once a calendar year, so if your
students took the test during the Fall 2021 semester, they will not be required to
pay this fee again until Fall 2022. If students paid the fee in Spring 2021, they
must pay the fee again for Spring 2022. The shop test is valid for one (1)
calendar year. In Fall 2021, the Bursar’s office is only taking payments by
appointment. This will be discussed in class.

In order for students to take the Shop Safety Test and use the School of Art &
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Design Shop Facilities, they must:

* Bring a receipt for the fee paid at the Bursar’s Office into Fund 62089. The
Bursar’s Office accepts cash, check, or ATM debit card payments.

* Be enrolled in at least one 3-unit Art or Design course during the Fall 2021
semester.

The test is an open-notes test. | suggest writing EVERYTHING down that you
can as you watch the video. When you have finished, answer the questions in
the Shop Test review handout you were given on the first day of class. Later on
the first day of class, we will go around the room and each student will give their
answer for several questions, and we will discuss the answers.

Safety Data Sheets (SDS) must be on file for all potentially hazardous materials
before they can be used in any of the Art & Design facilities. Submit one copy of
the material’'s SDS to the department in Room 104 and a second copy to the
faculty member or technician responsible for the facility where the material will be
used.

Technical difficulties

Internet connection issues:

Canvas autosaves responses a few times per minute as long as there is an
internet connection. If your internet connection is lost, Canvas will warn you but
allow you to continue working on your exam. A brief loss of internet connection is
unlikely to cause you to lose your work. However, a longer loss of connectivity or
weak/unstable connection may jeopardize your exam.
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Other technical difficulties:

Immediately email the instructor a current copy of the state of your exam and
explain the problem you are facing. Your instructor may not be able to respond
immediately or provide technical support. However, the copy of your exam and
email will provide a record of the situation.
