Executive Director’s Informational Report (4 minutes)
ED Dowell said the Child Development Center has enrolled seven new children for a total of 111 children currently enrolled.  The General Services office is now offering direct deposit to everyone including the Board.  The Human Resources department completed their professional development workshop for student assistants and had about 50 attendees.  The guest speaker received a high rating of 84% from the students.  Marketing has completed the search for the new Events Coordinator position.  Tiffany Rodriguez, the Transportation Solutions Manager, met with Charlie Faas, Sonja Daniels, Jennifer Malutta, Patrick Day and ED Dowell to discuss issues with VTA’s transit plan.  ED Dowell announced that the new Events Coordinator will start on March 9th and, in the meantime, she is working with the Events department students.

University Administration’s Informational Report (3 minutes)
Dr. Daniels was absent so ED Dowell read some comments for her.  They have received 19,967 applications for enrollment next year, of which 8,868 have been admitted.  They are expecting to accept 4,000 new freshmen and 4,300 transfer students.  April 18th is Admitted Spartan Day when the students and their families will visit the campus to help them decide whether they want to attend.  The Spartan Speaker Series continues tonight with Dwayne Betts.

Cynthia Fernandez-Rios, the Chief Elections Officer, had exciting news. Kathleen Wong (Lau), the Chief Diversity Officer, said she appreciated the opportunity to meet with the Board.  The Campus Climate Survey kicked off yesterday and she said she hoped they would all take it.  There was a Campus Climate Survey taken back in 2015 and, as a result, Ms. Wong (Lau) was hired.
Director Sario was recognized at 4:00 p.m.

She takes the survey results seriously and wants everyone to trust them so they’ve hired an outside consultant, Rankin and Associates, to manage it.  She will help staff the group along with the University President’s Chief of Staff, Lisa Millora.  She explained that “climate” refers to a person’s entire experience on campus.  A focus group that was formed back in October included graduate students who didn’t feel like they belonged here.  She also found that staff doesn’t feel like they are recognized for all that they do.  A staff council is being established now.  The survey will take about 25 to 30 minutes because it’s thorough.  Once a person start it, they must finish it since it can’t be saved.  They need at least 30% of the campus to take the survey and the results will be revealed at a town hall meeting in the fall.  She asked the Board to help sell others on taking the survey that ends on March 20th.  Mr. Kim was recognized from the audience so he asked if there was a risk that someone not from the University could take the survey since no identification is required.  Ms. Wong (Lau) said “yes”, but it has never happened before.  She added that there are ways to check who is taking the survey.  Director Delgadillo asked what the participation rate was for the last survey.  Ms. Wong (Lau) said she thought it was 17% because it wasn’t promoted enough.  ED Dowell said she is asking full-time staff to encourage their student assistants to take the survey during their work hours.  As she completed her presentation, Ms. Wong (Lau) passed out water bottles and t-shirts to the Board.

Vice President Birrer recommended a motion to approve spending $2,000.00 on feminine hygiene products.

Director Sario said the Operations Committee has been working on this project and estimated the cost of $2,000.00.  The money would be taken out of Special Projects since it wasn’t budgeted. ED Dowell said “no”.  Director Kaur asked what items they would supply so Director Sario said tampons and pads.  Director Kaur asked them to consider a sustainable option.  Controller Kethepalli asked how they came up with the amount so ED Dowell said they asked the Student Union how much they spend.  Director Gallo said UC Berkeley has collaborated with a third party.  Director Delgadillo said a student organization on campus has provided these items previously so AS could consider working with them in the future.
