New Business
The Vice President of Administration and Finance, Charlie Faas, entered the room for his presentation by stating he had been on campus for 3.5 years and oversaw parking, food service and relations with the City of San Jose in his position.  There were broken ties with the city so they are trying to bridge the gap.  He is working on the new science building, the first academic one to be built in 30 years.  It will be eight stories high.  They accepted an award for the new Spartan Recreation Center.  They are planning a new Faculty-Staff Mixed Use Building, but they haven’t acquired the land yet.  He pointed out that some faculty and staff members only make $80,000.00 so it’s hard to afford housing in this area.  Director Festejo asked where the land is so Mr. Faas said it was across from the Hammer Theater.  The building there is state-owned.  Vice President Birrer asked if any of the older buildings will be retrofit such as Sweeny Hall.  Mr. Faas said noted that of the $2.5 billion deferred maintenance available, SJSU gets $0.5 billion because we’re an older campus.  There will be creating a Master Plan with student input.  After the new science building is complete, parts of Duncan Hall will be renovated, and then the current science building will be torn down.  Sweeny Hall isn’t being considered right now.  Bond measures going through the state are important, but they have to share the funds with University of California schools; K through 12 and community colleges.  They have to show the Chancellor’s office all of the older buildings.  Director Mustafa pointed out that space on campus is hard to acquire so she wanted to know if student organizations can use space in the new science building.  Mr. Faas said the building is not set-up for that.  They had to negotiate the $180 million they got and the two floors they had set for students were taken away.  There will be some space available, but not for clubs.  He stated that when Campus Village 3 is built, there will be a dining commons that will be bigger than the current one so hopefully space will be made available for them.  Director Delgadillo asked for an update on the new parking structure.  Mr. Faas said it’s ready to go and should start construction in the next month.  It should be complete by next September with a new field right next to it.  One half to two thirds of the cost are being paid by the Sharks and the San Jose Giants since they need the parking.  The good news is that they need the parking at different times than our students.
