Research Incentive Grants 
2012-2013 

Purpose: To increase the quantity and quality of interdisciplinary and collaborative research conducted within the College of Applied Sciences and Arts that leads to significant external funding.
Eligibility: Primary Investigators must be probationary or tenured faculty, though part-time faculty, students, or off-campus experts may participate.   Only one proposal is allowed per primary investigator.
Award: A maximum of $25,000 per proposal.
Application Procedures: Complete and submit the attached proposal forms by the deadlines listed below.
Deadlines:

· Completed proposals are due to the department/school chair/director by 5pm on April 2, 2012.  Please submit your entire proposal electronically in one file to your department chair or school director. Hard copies will not be accepted.
· Following review and ranking by the department/school review committee, proposals are due to the Office of the College of Applied Sciences and Arts by 5pm on April 9, 2012.  Departments should forward proposals electronically (one file per proposal) with completed review sheets and rankings to the CASA Office (theresa.marquez@sjsu.edu).
· Decisions will be announced in late April or early May, 2012. 
Timeline: Project funding should start no sooner than May 14, 2012 and terminate no later than June 30, 2013.
Review Procedures: Initially, proposals will be submitted to the department chair/school director for review and ranking by a department/school committee using the attached review form. Each department/school will determine its own mechanism for assembling this committee.  Upon completion of the department/school review process, proposals will be forwarded to the Office of the College of Applied Sciences and Arts where proposals will be reviewed and ranked by a CASA Incentive Grant Proposal Review Committee. Upon completion, the proposals will be forwarded to the Dean for final decisions regarding funding. 
Evaluation Criteria (all weighted equally):
· Contribution to the discipline(s)/profession(s)
· Interdisciplinarity (e.g., across departments, school, colleges)
· Collaboration (e.g., within department or school, across departments or schools, across colleges, between University and community)

· Applicant’s/team’s ability to complete the research/acquire funding

· Clarity of justification/rationale

· Viability of purpose and specific aims

· Probability of achieving external funding/financial sustainability
· Probability that stated goals will be met within stated timeframe/budget
· Appropriateness of methodology

· Appropriateness of budget/justification
· Appropriateness of timeline

Conditions of Award: Award recipients will be required to:

· submit a one-page mid-term report (December 2012)
· submit a one-page year-end report (May 2013)
· submit a major external grant or contract proposal based on the proposed project within a reasonable time following the funding cycle
· meet with Dr. Jerry Flanzer (jerry.flanzer@sjsu.edu) or Dr. Greg Payne (greg.payne@sjsu.edu) prior to the release of funds
· PI is responsible for reconciling (e.g., assuring appropriate payments are made, equipment is purchased, etc.) grant budget in conjunction with respective department or school administrative assistant.
