Course Description

This course is designed to provide the master's level student in speech language pathology with
understanding of the complex issues surrounding the treatment of fluency/voice disorders,
including etiological theories, group and individual therapy, clinical decision making,
parameters of research and interdisciplinary considerations.

Identify essential concepts in the assessment and treatment of fluency disorders, based
on the nature and characteristics of the disorders (III-C, D; Exam #1).

Discuss, develop and evaluate procedures for differential diagnosis and therapeutic
approaches in children and adults, supported by rationales and theories of fluency
disorders (III-C, D, F, IV-B; Exam #2).

Describe and discuss laryngeal anatomy and physiology for voice production (III-C;
Assignment #3, Exam #3)

Discuss and/or perform voice evaluation using laryngeal, perceptual, aerodynamic and
acoustic assessment methods (I1I-D; Assignment #4, Exam #3)

Analyze and synthesize evaluation results to determine candidacy for therapy (I11I-D;
Assignment #4)

Develop an evidence-based treatment plan appropriate to the client and the disorder (I1I-D,
IV-B; Assignment #4)
