 Academically coach and monitor the progress of approximately 20-40 students on academic 

probation 

 Assist students with developing academic and personal goals for the semester.  Help students 

understand their challenges and strengths as a student 

 Facilitate at least 1 academic success workshop for new and continuing students 

 Communicate closely with academic advisors and professors of students who are academically 

“at-risk”

 Comfortable presenting to large groups of students of 30 or more
