II. Students and Faculty:
1. What do you think of comm. students?
2. What do you think of comm. faculty?
3. What do you think of the relationship student-faculty?
4. What are your suggestions to improve the relationship student-faculty?
III. Your degree and your future:
1. How do you feel about your degree in Communication Studies?
2. What are your expectations for your career?
3. Is Graduate School - a Master’s Degree- one of your options in the short term or long
     term?
4. And if yes, in what specific field? 
STRUCTURE and CONTENT of Group Report Format: (3 pages).
· Names of Group Members and Interview date and location
· Summary of Interview Findings (3 pages: one page for each Focal Area). Report findings by Focal Areas and Questions. Indicate the names of the group members responsible for writing each Focal Area Report.
