Attire

It is important that you dress nicely, as San Quentin has a strict dress code, 

and you will not be allowed into the prison if you aren’t dressed appropriately.  

Attire should be “Business Casual” Color is important: 

ABSOLUTELY NO DENIM OR DARK BLUE CLOTHING;  NO WHITE T-SHIRTS,

NO GREY OR YELLOW CLOTHING! 

Ladies, dress discreetly – no short skirts, shorts, sleeveless or low cut tops, etc.   

Guys, dress nicely – khakis, nice shirts (with collars), no flip-flops, sandals, etc.

Everyone – Please wear “sensible” shoes, no open toes. 

Directions

Drivers, check with me to be sure you understand directions.  We will meet in the visitor’s parking lot at San Quentin.  Our contact at San Quentin is Lt. Vernell Crittendon (415) 455-5008 or 455-5000.  If you get lost and cannot reach me, call him.

To get to San Quentin, from Highway 580, 880 or 80:
· Take the Richmond/San Rafael Bridge 

· San Quentin is the last exit off the bridge 

· Exit, go left toward San Quentin; you will pass through San Quentin Village, and the prison is at the end of the road

· The visitor’s parking lot is down to the left.  

To get to San Quentin from San Francisco area:
· Take the Golden Gate Bridge (Highway 101) through Marin County

· Continue to the San Quentin/ Sir Francis Drake Blvd. exit  

· Go to the right on Sir Francis Drake Blvd.  (Note: Look for San Francisco Bay on your right – San Quentin is right on the water!)

· Follow signs to San Quentin

· (IMPORTANT: The exit for San Quentin is the last exit BEFORE you get onto the Richmond/San Rafael Bridge, if you miss it, you will have to go across the bridge!!)  

· At the exit, go right, through San Quentin Village, and the prison is at the end of the road.  

· The visitor’s parking lot is down the hill to the left.
