City History Assignment

Part I: Preliminary bibliography

Due October 4, 2004

A) Prepare a bibliography of at least 20 items you plan to read about your city’s history.  

· Most of these will probably be books, but you should also find at least three articles in academic journals.  Web sites are not likely to be as useful (their quality is often suspect), but relying on a few of these is acceptable, if they are of good quality.

· For each item you should do the following: (1) write a proper bibliographic entry, (2) rate each item on a scale from 1-3 where 1 = “most useful looking items” and 3 = “least useful looking items,” (3) a note on the items “status” (Have you have already obtained a copy?  Put in a request from Interlibrary Loan?  Other?)

B) Prepare a properly formatted bibliography of at least 20 items to read about Problem X in your city.  

· For such a recent topic, you will probably need to rely heavily on web material from local governments and advocacy groups, as well as local magazines and newspapers.  However, be sure to look for scholarly journal articles and books as well.  

· For each item, include the same three items described above in Part A.
