Finding books

Start at SJSU library homepage:

· Start at: www.sjlibrary.org

· Click “Library Catalogue”

· Note that you can search by keyword, title, etc.

· Note that you can choose what collection you want to search (“Limit by Collection”)

· Select a keyword search

· Search for “Atlanta city history”

· Pick #10 (“The Social Basis”)

· Click on the link to the subject “Atlanta (Ga.) -- Politics and government.”

· Click on the “back” button

· Click on the call number – note that it gives you nearby books—this is like browsing on the shelf!

· Click the “back” button.

Finding and getting books from other libraries:

· Go to the library home page
· Click on “Request Material Beyond SJLibrary”

· Click “Getting Books”

Option 1: Link + system

· Note “Link +”.  System for quickly getting books from other CSU campuses, as well as some UC materials, etc.

· Click on “Connect to Link + Now”

· Click on “Title”

· Enter “Boston: A topographical history”

· Click on item #4

· Click on “3 LINK+ libraries have this item”

· Click on “Request this item”

Option 2: Interlibrary Services

· For items that are NOT owned by the SJSU or SJ city library systems

· Go back to the page “Request Material Beyond SJSU - Getting Books”

· Click on “Request a book through Interlibrary Services”

· Note that you need a special ILLiad username and password.  To get these, click on “First Time Users.”  You will need your SJSU library card number to set up your ILLIAD account.

· A word to the wise: Items requested through ILLIAD may arrive in a few days, or they may arrive in a few months.

Finding books at other libraries

· Go back to the page “Request Material Beyond SJLibrary”
· Click on “Search Other Local Libraries”

· Note list of catalogues for Local Public Libraries, Local Academic Libraries, and CSU libraries

· Just beneath “Local Academic Libraries,” note links to find other libraries around the U.S. or the world

A particularly useful catalogue: “Melvyl”

· In the list of “Local Academic Libraries,” note “California Digital Library (MELVYL).”  This is the UC library catalogue.  Click on “catalogue”

· A couple of things to know about Melvyl:

- It lists books at ALL the UC campuses (not just Berkeley)

- Most of the UC Berkeley libraries have stacks open to the public, though you may have to ask for a special day pass and you can’t check books out.  In addition, SJSU students are eligible to purchase a library card to use the UC Berkeley system ($25 for 6 months; more information at http://library.berkeley.edu/services/library_privileges.html)

If you find an interesting item in a library catalogue, check SJSU’s catalogue first.  If it’s not available there, try Link+ or Interlibrary Services, or consider visiting another local library that has the item.

If you are studying a particular part of the world, I strongly recommend checking the catalogues of university and public libraries in that area.

Finding articles


Return to SJSU library homepage

· Click on “SJSU Students and Faculty” (lower left)

· Under “Finding Articles & More,” click on “Databases”

Expanded Academic Index (academic articles) – covers about 1500 journals

· Click on “Expanded Academic Index (SJSU)” (NOTE: If you do this from off-campus, you will need to type in a username and password.  The whole SJSU campus uses the same username and password each semester.)

· Takes you to a keyword search.  Note that you can search just the title/citation/abstract, or the FULL TEXT.

·   Type in “New York planning history” and Click the box next to “Limit to scholarly/peer-reviewed publications”



At top, click “View”



Click on the second item, “Changing Places.”

· Scroll to the bottom.  Note that you can view the article as a PDF (to print or save), or email the html version to yourself.

· Note links to other items on the same subject.

Other useful databases for historical (and contemporary) planning research are “JSTOR,” “ProQuest,” and “ScienceDirect.”  (This is merely a suggested selection, and not a complete list of the databases you may wish to use.)

Lexis/Nexis – newspaper articles

· Go back to the list of Databases

· Click on “Lexis/Nexis Academic Universe”

· Click on “Guided News Search”

· Note that you can choose a news category: Pick “U.S. News”

· Step Two, Select a News Source: Pick “California News Sources” (Note: I don’t believe this includes the SJ Mercury News)

· Step Three: Use your keywords.  Type “zoning” in the first box, and “oakland” in the second.  Note: We are searching headlines only, but down arrow lets you select full text, author, etc.

· Step 4: Pick your date—leave it as it is, as “last six months”



Click “search”

· Click on the first article

· Note: In upper right hand corner, you can “print” or “email” the article

Finding journals on-line

If you want to find out if SJSU has on-line access to a particular journal:



Return to SJSU library homepage

· Click on “SJSU Students and Faculty” (lower left)

· Under “Finding Articles & More,” click on “E-Journals”

· In the box for “Search for a particular journal,” type in “Journal of Urban History”

SJSU pages for finding info by subject



Return to SJSU library homepage

· Click on “SJSU Students and Faculty” (lower left)

· Go to “Research Help” click on “Your SJSU Major”

· Note: Many subjects.  Under each, guides on finding info.  

· Go to “Urban and Regional Planning”

· Note the name of the librarian specializing in planning, Susanna Liu

· Note the various tabs on the menu to the left

· Click on “Articles & Databases.”

· Click on the “Web Sites” link on the left.
