A. Learning Circles: Web Content, Discussion Questions and Guest Speakers:  20 points.

Students will be required to respond to chapter questions, web/news stories which address issues, concepts and possible biases of the age demographic you are studying, as well if guest speaker’s are scheduled.  Pre-class prep will be required to be completed and posted in D2L. 

B. 
Tests – Material from Specified Textbook Chapter Material and Learning Circle Discussions:  30 points.

Tests will be individually taken on Desire2learn (D2L).  No “group” testing allowed. Violations of this requirement will result in students being report to the office of Student Conduct and Ethical Development.

Students are expected to read the textbook chapters assigned  and come to each class session prepared to engage and fully participate. No study guides provided. No late tests will be allowed. 

C.
Service Learning Hours (Min 25) and Report:  40 points.

Learning about older persons can only be enhanced by working with the older population. Each student will be required to spend 25 hours over the semester in a direct working relationship with older adults. 

Possible service learning settings include nursing homes, senior centers, senior housing projects, park district programs, retirement communities, day care programs, and older adult exercise programs. 

At the later part of the term a 1) comprehensive and well written reflective paper responding to the prompts in the syllabus will be uploaded into D2L. Secondly you will turn into the instructor an SJSU form: Student Service Learning Plan and 3) SJSU Student Tracking Sheet - time log. 

Forms verifying participation are found on the Center for Community Learning & Leadership web site. The link to find the required forms is found at: http://www.sjsu.edu/ccll/forms/. Service-Learning (Community Partner) site options to be discussed in an early term class session. 

Paper - Service-Learning Submission Format.

Each student is required to spend 25 hours in a direct working relationship with older adults. While you are ‘on the job,’ working with older adults note the significant experiences that take/took place. Indicate reactions to experiences. 

Typewritten report at completion of service-learning. Formatting, grammar and syntax will be evaluated along with content responses from the list below. 

1. Business focus of the facility-agency and clear description of participants-residents-clients. 

2. Scope and variety of activities offered.

3. Perceived value of or lack of value to recreation activities offered at site. 

4. Leader‑participant and participant-participant interactions witnessed. 

5. Perception of staff attitude toward participants-residents-clients.

6. Problems encountered during your time at site.
7. Lesson learned (minimum of five) related to older adult population.
8. Myths debunked – that you now are clear on.
9. Recommendations for future HRTM 185 students in relation to service learning (time management, choice of site, and other concluding thoughts). 
Begin your paper with a title page that includes: 1) student name 2) Agency name and 3) Supervisor's name and contact information (phone/e-mail) 4) follow the title page with a minimum of 12 pages of content from the prompts above.  Required to use centered sections headings abbreviated from numbered prompts above so the reader can “see” that you have thoroughly and thoughtfully responded to the prompts. 
D.
Careers in Aging:  Reflection Paper: 10 points.
Mandatory participation at a minimum of one (1) Careers in Aging Week Speakers Panel is required. These sessions will NOT be at the same time as our class. Make arrangements NOW!
Paper submission content and format criteria listed below. 

· Three myth(s) busted – from your preconceptions.

· Three lesson(s) learned – from the wisdom shared.
·  Responses to older adults from the panel. 

· Two-Three specific cognitive capacities noted of the older individual who told their story of service or participation.

· Two-Three specific psychological capacities noted of the older individual who told their story of service or participation.

· Two-Three specific physical capacities noted of the older individual who told their story of service or participation.

(OR)
· Responses to community members who serve the older adult population.

· One-Two specific items you believe are important to remember as content from each of the panel members who presented. 

· Reflection of each of their jobs. What was interesting? What was unexpected that came from the presentation?

· Final thoughts/reflections for your future employment. 

Formatting requirement: APA formatted title page; content pages that contain centered section headings to differentiate “abbreviated” question prompts from above and last page containing name and affiliation of each presenter.
