· This course is based on a multi-disciplinary perspective, drawing on disciplines such as  

      anthropology, history, culture, geography, political science and sociology. 

Method of Instruction 
My teaching philosophy is to encourage students to be reflexive. I want students to learn essential principles of sustainable tourism from each other and enjoy. My goal in this course is to challenge the students to explore the ramifications of principles of sustainability for social and cultural aspects of tourism. Instruction in the course will rely primarily on lectures, discussion, readings and case studies. 

Attendance and Participation 
Students are expected to attend all classes. Class attendance will not only improve the students’ chances of success on the assignments, but also on the job upon graduation. Students are expected to come to class having read the assignment for that day and prepared to participate in class discussion on that topic. 

Assignments 
Students will be given assignments that involve applying the material covered in class.
