RECL 100W Section 2 - Writing Workshop – Spring 2008 - Bloom

PREREQUISITES

Passage of the Writing Skills Test (WST); upper division standing (60 units completed); completion of Core GE, grade of C or better in English 1B.
COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is an integrated writing and research course designed to develop advanced communication skills which will be valuable for a career in the recreation and leisure, hospitality management, and/or tourism. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS
To satisfy the University’s Written Communication II requirement, students will be required to write a minimum of 8000 words with an overall grade of “C” or better. Students will make at least two oral presentations. One presentation will take place during class and the other will be part of a 100W Research Symposium that highlights the scholarly writing efforts of the current semester RecL 100W students. In addition, students will evaluate classmates’ writing on a variety of assignments through the peer review process.

All of these assignments are designed to provide practice in critical reading, thinking, and writing strategies necessary to plan and execute purposeful writing. Purposeful writing includes analyzing research, generating ideas, developing a thesis, organizing and evaluating, using, and documenting supporting materials.
SJSU STUDIES AREA Z GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:

1. Goals:  Students will develop advanced proficiency in college-level writing and appropriate contemporary research strategies and methodologies to communicate effectively to both specialized and general audiences.  Written Communication II should reinforce and advance the abilities developed in Written Communication 1A and 1B, and broaden and deepen these to include mastery of the discourse peculiar to the discipline in which the course is taught.

2. Student Learning: Students shall write complete essays that demonstrate college-level proficiency. 

3. Refine competencies developed in Written Communication 1A and 1B throughout the course in all writing and speaking activities.

4. Express (explain, analyze, develop and criticize) ideas effectively, including ideas encountered in multiple readings and expressed in different forms of discourse.

5. Organize and develop essays and documents for both professional and general audiences, including appropriate editorial standards for citing primary and secondary sources.
OBJECTIVES

At the completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. Identify and use specialized reference sources in the fields of Hospitality, Recreation, and Tourism Management.

2. Formulate a critical analysis of a published article.

3. Manage research resources.

4. Write a formal, scholarly paper using APA format.

6. Prepare and deliver an oral presentation.


7. Create a professional poster that highlights scholarly writing efforts.

8. Compose a professional letter following a business format.

9. Create a resume and cover letter.

.EVALUATION METHODS FOR LEARNING AND GRADING PURPOSES

Students will have the opportunity to earn points via oral presentations, examinations and quizzes, and writing assignments. Because this is class is intended to be writing-intensive, approximately 75% of the possible points will come from written assignments.
COURSE GRADE

All writing workshops are graded ABC/NC.  Performance that merits a grade lower than a “C” will receive a “No Credit” for 100W.  Please note that University and Departmental guidelines require a serious and compelling reason to drop a course.  A course cannot be dropped because of grades alone.
