In this case, you should change your major objective to MS Computer Engineering or MS Computer Science. )

(3) What courses do you wish to enroll in for your study at SJSU?   

· MSE program requires 10 courses including 4 required course and 6 elective courses.   You only need to list 6 elective courses for this question. · Instead of listing specific courses, you can just indicate how many courses you wish to take from what department.  You can find a list of engineering department on this page:  https://engineering.sjsu.edu/programs .  You can select courses from non-engineering areas such as business.  Your answer to this question tells us your objectives and interests in a specific term.  If admitted, you can take different courses from the ones you proposed here but changing your area of interests requires approval. 
· MSE curriculum’s flexibility is for supporting students who are aspired to study in an interdisciplinary area such as, computer/business or electrical/bio-medical.    This flexibility should not be used to study an existing engineering area.   For this reason, among the 6 elective courses, only three of them can be from the same department.
