EXAMINATION PROCESS

TRAINING REQUIREMENTS

Applicants selected to be members of the
Cadet Program will be initially classified as
“Cadet Trainee”.  Cadet Trainees must
complete the following training
requirements:

BASIC TRAINING ACADEMY

Cadet Trainees are required to complete a
Basic Training Academy consisting of a
minimum of 40-hours of both classroom
lecture and hands-on field training.

FIELD TRAINING PROGRAM

Applicants must successfully complete and
pass the following:

e  Written Examination
¢ Physical Agility Examination
¢ Interview By An Oral Board Panel

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION

Following the Basic Training Academy,
Cadet Trainees are required to complete a
minimum of 40-hours of patrol during the
Field Training Program. During the Field
Training Program, Cadet Trainees are
assigned to a senior Cadet Field Training
Officer (FTO). During this portion of the
training process, Cadet Trainees must
demonstrate the ability to proficiently apply
the concepts learned in the Basic Training
Academy.

MONTHLY REQUIREMENT

Minimum Requirements:
o Must be 18 years of age.

e Must be enrolled in @ minimum of 6.0
units at San Jose State University.

o Must have at least 2 years of studies
left at SJSU.

All applicants are required to undergo a
complete Background Investigation.
Applicants will be required to submit
fingerprints, complete a personal history
questionnaire, and participate in an interview
with a background investigator.

Cadets who successfully complete the
Training Program are required to complete
a minimum of 12 hours per month of
volunteer patrol services and a minimum
of four hours of in-service training per
month. There are also specialized paid
assignments for police cadets who qualify.
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
