Course Description

We will survey the historical and philosophical development of the criminal justice system. Course covers
description, analysis and evaluation of the components of the system: police, courts and corrections. We
will look at how the system works, the relationship between theory and practice, and individual rights in a
democratic society.

Course Objectives

1. To provide an understanding of the nature of crime in the U.S.

2. To provide knowledge and understanding of the structure, processes, and goals of the
criminal justice system.

3. To provide an understanding of the relationship between the agencies which make up the criminal
justice system.
