COURSE OBJECTIVES AND DESCRIPTION:
This course will familiarize students with the basic assumptions and explanations of various micro and macro level theories of crime and delinquency. Students will learn ways to assess the merits, strengths, and weaknesses of each. Typological categories of crime will be also introduced to further assist in explaining why individuals and/or groups engage in criminal and delinquent behavior. Additionally, students will learn how crime and delinquency are officially defined, the major crime reporting sources/databases, and various issues regarding victimology.

Class instruction will be presented through lectures, guest speakers, textbook readings, group/individual activities, and supplemental resource materials. The key to success in this class is ATTENDANCE and PARTICIPATION.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

A.  Students are expected to attend all classes. Make-up assignments will be considered only for students who miss class because of an emergency or illness and provide written documentation for the absence. Written make-up assignments must be pre-approved and will be due the beginning of the next scheduled class. Make-up exams also must be pre-arranged and taken prior to the next scheduled class. Students satisfying these requirements are allowed one make-up assignment (written or by exam) without grade penalty; however, any additional missed assignments will be penalized. NOTE: This does not apply to the theory paper, which will not be accepted after the scheduled due date.

B.  Students are expected to regularly participate in class discussions and/or to complete unannounced individual and/or group assignments each class meeting. Students can earn a total of ten participation points for class discussion and/or unannounced assignments each class meeting.  

C. Textbook reading assignments will be announced at the end of each class session, and students will be responsible for a brief oral presentation of these readings at least once during the semester (depending on class size). A student sign-up sheet will be used to schedule these assignments. All students, however, must be prepared to discuss these readings and preparation to do so will be reflected in the weekly grading for class participation.

D.  Students are required to take two mid-term exams and one final exam. Both exams will consist of short answer, true or false, and multiple-choice questions. Additionally, pop quizzes will be given throughout the semester. 

E.  Students are required to submit a five-page, typed, double-spaced theory paper, which applies, compares and contrasts various theories of crime and delinquency discussed during this course. The paper will be based on either: 1) a student’s selection of one or more books from a suggested readings list to be provided during the semester; or 2) a student’s choice of material(s) meeting instructor approval. An outline and reference list is also required. For the purpose of soliciting instructor’s comments and suggestions, students may submit a rough draft paper prior to the final theory paper due date (to be announced), but will be due no later than two weeks before the date of the final exam. Students will also be expected to give a brief oral presentation of the theory paper. Additional instructions necessary to complete this assignment will be provided during the semester.
