WADE C. WILSON SCHOLARSHIP

AGREEMENT

HISTORY
The 94th Bomb Group Memorial Association has established a scholarship for students in the Department of Kinesiology at San Jose State University in the name of 1950 graduate, Wade C. Wilson.  This honor is for his dedicated work for the 94th BGMA.  Wade Wilson received his BA degree in 1950, following his return from World War II service.  He earned his teaching credential from SJSU in 1954, after serving a second tour of duty in the Korean War, and his Master’s degree in 1956.

Mr. Wilson’s 94th Bomb Group flew 325 combat missions during WWII.  Lt. Wilson received two Distinguished Citations between 1942 and 1944, and personally received a Citation for the Distinguished Flying Cross by taking over the controls from a wounded pilot and co-pilot, and skillfully landing a crippled bomber.

Upon completion of his teaching credential Wade Wilson began a 30-year teaching, coaching, and counseling career in the Campbell Union High School District, retiring in 1986.

THE SCHOLARSHIP

The Wade C. Wilson Scholarship stipend is the interest accrued on the initial contribution by the 94th BGMA.   The student(s) receiving this award must maintain a full load (12 units), and a 2.75 cumulative GPA.  Recipients of the award in one academic award may be a candidate for the award in a subsequent year.  

SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA

1. Cumulative GPA: minimum of 2.75

2. Major: Kinesiology

3. Academic level: Upper Division Undergraduate

4. Community involvement

5. Professional commitment, extra curricular activities, and sound moral character

6. Full time student during the use of the scholarship (minimum of 12 units/semester)

After review of all applicants, the scholarship committee will conduct a group interview of finalists and select one from the group to be awarded the scholarship during the first week of May.
