The goal of the faculty mentored Summer Research Program is to provide McNair Scholars
introduction to systematic research and practical understanding of academic scholarship. The
faculty/mentor relationship will also provide Scholars an introduction to the academic
community and university life. The terms of the Research Contract are designed to ensure that
Scholars and Faculty Mentors will derive the full benefit of the research internship.

The McNair Scholar agrees to attend both Spring and Fall Seminars on research and graduate
school information and complete 30 hours per week of research and related activities during the
eight-week summer program. The final paper or project is due December 15" following the
summer of research.

The Faculty Research Mentor agrees to direct the Scholar’s research project throughout the
initial spring seminar series through the 6-8 week summer period until completion at the end of
research paper the following fall semester. Student contact may be in-person, written or
electronic. Faculty Mentors should plan to meet personally with Scholars at least twice a week
during the summer research program.
