« Paper/writing instrument for note taking

« Arefillable water bottle

« Athletic attire, optional swimwear and closed toe shoes

« An additional outfit for the second day of Sparta Camp

« Personal toiletries needed for your overnight stay (ex. toothpaste, hair care,
body wash, sleepwear, etc.)
