After reviewing the following fundamental Aristotelian doctrines: the categories, the four causes, and Being as potency and actuality, we’ll devote the majority of the semester to a careful reading of the Nicomachean Ethics and parts of the Metaphysics as developed by major Islamic and Jewish scholars. We’ll also discuss the reconstruction of Aristotle’s last treatise on Comedy. We’ll draw especially on commentary from Brentano, Ross, Gauthier-Jolif and Kenney.
