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“Ethically understood, there is nothing on which one sleeps so soundly as on admiration over an actuality. And, ethically understood, if anything is able to stir up a person, it is possibility—when it ideally requires itself of a human being”—Postscript. 

This course will explore the thought of Søren Kierkegaard. We will focus on two texts, Philosophical Fragments and Postscript to the Philosophical Fragments. Both are the Princeton Editions translated by Hong and Hong.
