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   Philosophy of religion is concerned with questions of religion such as: The problem of God, evil, religious experience, religious ethics, science, gender, atheism, agnosticism, determinism, and more.
   Religious communities are moving online and out of brick and mortar churches, mosques, synagogues. How might that change concepts of God and how humans believe God interacts with humans? Is technology changing God or is God changing?
   Students will gain a critical understanding of religious concepts, beliefs, and practices, through examination of philosophical arguments concerning these topics. Students will formulate their own reasoned responses to various arguments and problems considered in this course.
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
