AANP exam
The San José State Family Nurse Practitioner (FNP) degree 
meets the criteria specified in Section 1484, Title XVI of the 
California Administrative Code and is fully approved by the 
California BRN. Graduates are eligible to seek national 
certification by taking either the American Nurses 
Credentialing Center (ANCC) FNP exam or the American 
Academy of Nurse Practitioners (AANP) exam.

▪ SJSU is located in the Bay Area, which has a diverse population. Many 
students choose to work within the city and go on to work for one of our 
local healthcare agencies.

▪ According to 2023, US News, 100 Best Jobs in America, Nurse Practitioner 
is listed as #2 and has a median salary of $120,680.

▪ Nurse Practitioners in California make an average of $151,830 per year, 
which is 28% higher than the National Average.
