A maximum of 70
community college (lower division) units can contribute to the required 120
units for graduation. This planner assumes you have passed the
Writing Skills Test! prior to your first semester at SJSU.

As Psychology majors, we assume you have completed the lower
division Psychology core at your community college (equivalent to Psyc 1,
Stat 95 and Psyc 30) and the human biology supporting course (equivalent
to Bio 21 or 65). If you have taken any other Psychology courses at your
community college, be sure to check with a Psychology advisor at SJSU to
see if the extra course can count as the “upper or lower division Psychology
elective”. If you attended a College on the quarter system, be sure to meet
with an advisor to discuss the number of psychology units that transfer.

In the table below, year refers to year at SJSU. These correspond to
your junior and senior years.

You do not NEED to declare a minor. If you choose not to do so, any
university-level course from any department can replace the “minor” classes.
