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First, find your partner who you work with. Basically, you must work in groups of two, but if the class has
an odd number of students, you can choose to perform the oral quiz in groups of three.

Write the dialogue and practice with your partner to show it in front of other students and me. The length
has to be more than 8 lines for each person excluding greetings (So, at least it has to be over 16 lines for two
people. For three people, it has to be over 24 lines)

Submit the written dialogue to me right on the due day in class. [ will correct and return it the next class.
Submit the rewritten skit to me right before your performance, and perform your dialogue without looking
at the script.

I will evaluate the performance in terms of accuracy, fluency and creativity. Extra credit will be given to the
perfect performance.

The middle oral exam will be a cooking project in group.
