Course Description

Continuation of Spanish 1B. Preparation for advanced courses in the language. In this
course students will continue to augment their vocabulary base, refine grammatical
structures and engage in critical thinking through a variety of tasks, activities and
assignments. Students will be introduced to authentic literary works and other forms of
cultural production and it is expected that students will comprehend these within a socio-
historical and political context as well. Throughout the semester but especially at the end
of the semester as part of the summative assessment, students will be evaluated on the
basis of their ability to demonstrate in tests and writing assignments a command of these
concepts. This course will be conducted entirely in Spanish.

Be familiar with all the rules of Spanish punctuation and stress
placement. Understand grammatical concepts and their terminology. Area C2: Letters.

1. Ability to effectively use grammatical structures in Spanish and to express oneself
orally and in writing in different sociolinguistic milieus including formal and academic
presentations [compositions, presentation]

2. Ability to appreciate literary texts of the Spanish-speaking world (Spain, Spanish
America and the Hispanic U.S.) and to recognize stylistic elements in the literature
[reader, final exam]

Course Requirements and Assignments:

Tests

During the semester, we will study the first six units of jAvance! (chapters 1-6) and we
will have two tests (chapters 1-2, 3-4) and chapters 5-6 in the final exam. No make-up
tests will be given.

Reader
We will read the literary and cultural selections in the Reader, and discuss them in class.

The Final Exam will be on Tuesday, May 22 at 2:45-5:00PM in CL 218
The final exam will include chapters 5 and 6 of the textbook and the material from the Reader
covered in class.

Presentations

Each student will deliver a 10 minute oral presentation on a topic related to Hispanic
culture, such as a Spanish speaking country. The presentations will be evaluated as
follows: Organization, time management, clarity of exposition and ability to answer
guestions. A summary and a bibliography of the sources consulted will be turned in the
day of the presentation.

Compositions
They will be assigned increasing in complexity and scope as the semester advances.

Conversations
Weekly situational dialogs covering conversational and cultural skills.
