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Do’s	and	Don’ts	of	Online	Posts	
 

Many students who enroll in online classes often participate in online discussion boards. 
Professors might ask students to respond to a question, comment on the lecture, or share their 
ideas about a topic. Although discussion boards tend to be informal, students’ responses should 
be appropriate and professional. After reading this handout, you will know the do’s and don’ts of 
online posts.

Do’s Don’ts 
Write a concise response and cite 

information from credible sources.  
(Perfect Polly) 

Write an excessively long response and cite 
findings that are from unreliable sources. 

(Lengthy Lauren) 
Provide support for your stance on a subject. 

(Balanced Bob) 
Simply comment with “I agree” to someone’s 

post. (Unoriginal Ursula) 
Acknowledge and respect that people have 

different opinions. (Balanced Bob) 
Be disrespectful when responding to others’ 
opinions and comments. (Aggressive Andy) 

Use proper grammar. (Perfect Polly) Capitalize words, use text messaging language, 
use multiple exclamation marks, or include lots 

of emoticons. (Excessive Emily) 
Provide support for your stance on a subject. 

(Balanced Bob) 
Restate what someone else has already said. 

(Redundant Randy) 
Respond with a comment that is on topic. 

(Balanced Bob) 
Respond with a comment that is not related to 

the topic of the discussion board.
